We encourage members and friends to bring in non-perishable groceries (mostly canned and boxed 
items) on the second Sunday of the month.  There are receptacles at both major entrances to our 
building plant where you can place them.  Groceries are forwarded to our friends at Peace Lutheran 
Church, which maintains a very effective and well-run Food Bank.  This is a strong way of supporting the 
needy in our community.
